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In response to changes in the delivery of home health care through the implementation of New York State’s Medicaid Redesign initiatives, Public Health Law Section 3614 was amended to establish a home and community based care workgroup. The purpose of the work group is to examine and make recommendations on key topics including, state and federal regulatory requirements and related policy guidelines, efficient delivery of home care and hospice services, and alignment of functions between managed care entities and home and community based providers.  The workgroup is comprised of 11 members that include providers, plans and a consumer representative.
